C.3. REQUIREMENTS

The task described herein shall be fully integrated to ensure their timely execution.

C.3.1 CONTRACT MANAGEMENT

The contractor shall provide the required personnel and facilites to manage and administer the work required under the contract.  Techncial managemement, planning, quality assurance, scheduling and coordination activities are required.  These activities include the internal management within the contractor’s organizational and management activities necessary for reporting progress, demonstrating results and coordinating the activities with the FAA.

C.3.2  MEETINGS

The contractor will prepare and deliver to the government an agenda prior to each conference or meeting.  After each meeting or conference the contractor will provide minutes.  The contractor will participate in the Post Contract Award Conference.  The contractor will host this conference at the contractor’s facility.  The Government will determine the actual date for the conference, which will not be later than 60 days after contract award.

C 3.2. CONFIGURATION IDENTIFICATION

The contractor shall maintain a system to identify, label, serialize, and mark hardware configuration items (HWCI) to provide traceability from delivery of the first FAA production unit throughout the duration of the contract.

The contractor shall identify all documentation by titling, labeling, numbering and cataloging.  The procedures used shall accomplish the following:

a. Identifying specific version of each element to which a document applies

b. Uniquely identify the edition, change status and other identification details of each document
