


Notice of Intent to Increase Contract Scope

The FAA intends to increase the scope of Contract DTFA01-94-Y-01091 with Operational Technology Services (OTS).  The present contract provides program management, engineering, technical, data management, and administrative support for the Power System Management Division’s Critical Power Distribution System Program (CPDS).  Power related interruptions to NAS operational facilities and equipment have become a major concern to the FAA.  The lack of equipment and power system design configuration standardization  have been a contributing factor to power system problems.  Three Critical Power Distribution System (CPDS) standard power configurations, which will save the agency several million dollars, were developed under this contract to meet these requirements.  In the course of developing these power configurations increased engineering, technical and program management support, required by the division to implement the CPDS, have resulted in a more than threefold program growth. 

Additionally the FAA is receiving extensive support in the design, procurement and primary TRACON;  integration of the CPDS for three major new establishment projects: the Northern California TRACON;  the Atlanta, GA. Large TRACON; and the Honolulu, HI. CERAP/TRACON facilities.  While the original scope of support required under the current contract has not changed, the required implementation of the CPDS has created a need to increase the hour and associated cost ceilings established under the contract.  This increase in the level-of effort hours and cost ceiling is intended to continue the contract through September 1998.  This will allow for completion of current  efforts and also provide sufficient time to prepare  for a competed contract follow-on support to ANS-600.  A Screening Information Request (SIR) for a replacement contract will be issued on the Internet for the fiscal year 1999.  This new effort will most likely target small and disadvantaged business competition.  

This notice of intent is not a request for competitive proposals. Responsible sources may identify their interest and capability to respond to the requirement.
