PURPOSE OF ANNOUNCEMENT

In accordance with the Federal Aviation Administration’s Acquisition Management System (FAAAMS), Section 3.2.1.3.12, industry is hereby informed that the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has a requirement valued at over $100,000.  

This announcement is a Request for Information (RFI).  This announcement IS NOT A SCREENING INFORMATION REQUEST (SIR) OR REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL (RFP) of any kind, and is not intended to guarantee procurement of the services.   Further, the FAA is not seeking or accepting unsolicited proposals.

DESCRIPTION:

The FAA has a five-year requirement for contractor support to assist the Federal Aviation Administration's (FAA) Office Air Traffic Operations Office (ATO).  The requirement is for contractors to provide air traffic control tower services at Visual Flight Rules (VFR) Airport Traffic Control Towers (ATCT)  throughout the United States, Puerto Rico, Virgin Islands, Guam and Saipan.  Currently these services are performed by Robinson-Van Vuren Associates, Inc., Midwest Air Traffic Control Service, Inc. and Serco Management Systems, Inc., formerly known as Barton ATC International, Inc.  Presently, services are provided at 139 towers.  It is anticipated that a new, follow-on 5 year contract (includes a base period of 2 months, 4 one-year optional periods, and 1 ten-month option period) will be awarded by July 1999.  The anticipated contract type will be a Firm Fixed Price contract.  Attachment B provides the draft Statement of Work requirements. 

OBJECTIVE:

The objective of this RFI is to provide industry with a copy of the proposed draft statement of work for industry's review and comments.   In addition it is requested that all firms interested in competing for this requirement respond by submitting a letter of interest (with appropriate points of contacts, and the names of any proposed subcontractors or teaming arrangements) to Mr. Darryl Anderson at the above-mentioned address. 

Subcontractor and Teaming arrangements are acceptable.  In order to be eligible to compete for this requirement, a prime contractor or lead team contractor  in a teaming arrangement would be responsible for at least 51% of the work:         

All responses to this RFI will be properly secured and protected by FAA. 

All interested parties are advised that the FAA will not pay for any information or any administrative costs incurred that are associated with any response received from industry in response to this RFI announcement.  Therefore, any costs associated with RFI  submissions will be solely at the interested party's expense.

SCHEDULE:

The FAA is requesting written comments and/or letters of interest to this RFI by  December 21, 1998.  PLEASE NOTE THAT ORAL RESPONSES ARE NOT ACCEPTABLE.

The FAA intends to release the SIR to industry around January 1999. 

ADDITIONAL RELEVANT INFORMATION

The FAA will review all written comments received regarding the Statement of Work, and as appropriate will consider the comments for incorporation in the final statement of work. The FAA does not intend to open either written or oral discussions regarding the information received as a result of the RFI.  

All interest letters will be included on a bidder's list and the company will be ensured notification regarding the release of  future public announcements related to this requirement.
